
De Smet High School Registration 
2025-2026 School Year 

DHS requires 22 ½ credits to graduate 
 
Students must understand that the school will make final adjustments to their schedule if they fail a class and must 
make up graduation required credits. 
 
ALL STUDENTS NEED TO SELECT 7 CREDITS. If the student is on an IEP they should work with Mrs. Gigov to 
select classes. Adjustments can be made later if needed. 
 
Students should check their transcript for accuracy to make sure they have passed the required classes and have 
enough elective credits. 
 
FRESHMEN (8th Grade) will be registered for English I, Biology, Algebra I or Pre-Algebra, Geometry(if Algebra I 
taken)Workplace Tech Skills, World Geography, P.E. and Health Freshmen must be enrolled in 7 credits for the 
school year. 
 
SOPHOMORES (9th Grade) will be registered for English II, Physical Science, Geometry or Algebra, or Algebra II(If 
Geometry taken). They should also register for any failed classes as a 9th grader. 9th-grade classes must be 
completed before taking 10th-grade classes Keep in mind that you may need to take a Fine Arts class if you are not 
taking Choir or Band. Sophomores must be enrolled in 7 credits.  
 
JUNIORS (10th Grade) will be registered for English III, US History, 1 Math class, and 1(one) Science class. Keep 
in mind that you may need to take a Fine Arts class if you are not taking Choir or Band. They should register for any 
failed classes as a 9th or 10th grader. They will need to register for enough electives to fill your schedule. Juniors 
must be enrolled in 6 credits for the school year. You should also register for any failed courses from Grade 9th 
and/or 10th grade.  
Dual Credit courses: Principal and Counselor approval needed. Must take Algebra II before College Algebra. Must 
take semester 1 of English III before taking English 101 or 201. They need to understand that College classes are 
just that, College classes. There are many more expectations for these types of classes.  
 
SENIORS (11th Grade) will be registered for English IV or English Elective, US Government, Economics, World 
History, Personal Finance, and Senior Capstone Experience. Keep in mind that you may need to take a Fine Arts 
class if you have not taken Choir or Band. Seniors must be enrolled in 5 credits but pick 7 credits. They should 
register for any failed courses from previous years.  
Dual Credit courses: Principal and Counselor approval needed. Must take Algebra II before College Algebra. Must 
take semester 1 of English III before taking English 101 or 201. They need to understand that College classes are 
just that, College classes. There are many more expectations for these types of classes. 
 
Make sure they are not forgetting any required classes or classes they may have failed.  
 
Independent Study is highly discouraged. Students need to keep in mind that independent study is only allowed if a 
student has a scheduling conflict. Permission must be granted by the principal and the instructor.
